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LINK written in memory of long-time TransGas
employee, Gerald Oxby, who passed away
suddenly last fall. Gerald wanted to ensure 
that our company would leave a site in better
condition than how we found it - so nine 
years ago, he started a tree nursery located 
at the Regina Storage Cavern. Since that time,
over 38,000 trees have been planted by the
TransGas employee “Green Team” in places
like Asquith, Coleville, Loreburn, Moosomin,
Melville, Regina, Saskatoon and Success.

We want Gerald’s memory to live on. That’s
why on June 1st, about 40 volunteers planted
800 trees at the Wascana Centre Authority’s
newly expanded Spruce Island. (For those of
you that have visited Wascana Park in Regina
lately, we’re sure you’ve noticed the
improvements made!). 500 of the 800 trees
planted were raised at the TransGas tree
nursery. We also dedicated two benches 
for the public in Gerald’s name. Not only 
will these little trees prevent soil erosion, 
but they will also make it more beautiful,
improve the air quality, and shelter wildlife 
on the island. And when Spruce Island is 
open to the public (accessible only by boat),
even more individuals will be able to enjoy 
it. For us at TransGas, it’s also a wonderful
way to remember a good friend and 
colleague every time we visit Wascana Park.  

We’re planning a second planting in the 
park too. TransGas volunteers will plant 
another 300 trees from our nursery on Pine
Island (a newly created island as a result 
of the deepening of Wascana Lake). 

Gerald is still missed by his family and his
colleagues, but his legacy will continue to 
live on in Wascana Park.

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Shackleton Area Still Going Strong!
We’re sure by now that you’ve all heard about the Shackleton area in Saskatchewan, so
we thought we’d give you a quick update. It remains an area of focus for drilling in the
province with currently nearly 1,300 gas wells.  Production is running between 120 and
130 TJ/day and producers are now developing some areas of the field with four wells per
section. There are over 250 outstanding drilling licences in the area, roughly split 1/3
north of the river and 2/3 to the south of the river. The Shackleton area is currently well
serviced with both TransGas and producer infrastructure and much of the future focus is
expected to be on “drill to fill” to maintain throughput at existing facilities. If you would
like to take a closer look at this area, go to our web site and click on ‘maps’.

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2004 Financial Picture of TransGas
At TransGas, we work hard to keep our costs down
while delivering the best service possible. This helps
us to ensure competitive rates for our customers. In
2003, we announced a decrease in our transportation
and storage rates of two percent, effective January 1st,
2004. Then in the fall of 2004, we lowered rates again
- that time by an average of 3.4 percent. And 
we are doing our very best to hold the line on our 
rates this year. 

Our annual report was released in the second quarter.
While the annual report outlines all consolidated
information within our parent company, there is also

segmented information specific to TransGas under ‘Transportation’. The company
enjoyed a strong operational year while delivering competitive rates to its distribution
and transmission customers. The SaskEnergy 2004 Annual Report shows 
net earnings of $26.8 million on an asset base of about half a billion 
dollars. TransGas continues to benefit from high historical drilling levels 
and volumes moved on the system. This activity, as well as doing our 
best to manage our costs, translates into strong, competitive transportation 
rates for our customers. We are pleased that Saskatchewan remains 
one of the few jurisdictions in North America where natural gas 
production is increasing.

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TransGas Transport & Storage Update
The total energy transported by TransGas and MIPL(C)L to May 31, 2005 is 156 PJ, which is 2% less 
than 2004 for the same period.

As of June 20, 2005, TransGas storage customers were 55% of full, with 15.5 PJ of injection remaining 
to fill storage.

Over 120 TransGas system outages have been scheduled in 2005 to date, with approximately 40%
completed as of mid-June. The majority of the planned outages continue to be related to the TransGas
pipeline integrity program. Earlier this year, all TransGas shippers were requested to identify their 2005
plans for plant shutdowns. The 2005 TransGas outage scheduling has incorporated this customer
information to ensure minimized customers impact as a result of the 2005 planned outage activity.
TransGas will continue to communicate plans of any outage impacting a customer’s service at least 
seven days prior to the outage, and will make every effort to minimize the impact. In addition, TransGas
continues to update all planned outages impacting customer service on the TransGas website monthly.
